Last week | accompanied a reporter and photographer from the Herald Tribune on a "walk
the dirt tour” led by Habitat Sarasota's executive director, Mike Jacobson. The aptly-named
tour is our in-depth answer to the frequently-asked-question, "what is Habitat going to be
working on next?"

Walking the dirt with Mike is an eye-opening journey that takes you from the rubble of a
former public housing complex just north of downtown, to a paved parking lot next to the
Greyhound race track off University Avenue, to various empty lots in Newtown. For me, the
most jarring part of the tour is a drive down two county roads nestled inside Habitat-owned
property on Leonard Reid Avenue. There are several houses on those unfinished roads that
you would not believe exist in Sarasota. Advertised in the classifieds as "two bedroom
homes on a quiet street"”, they are nothing more than shacks in the middle of overgrown,
under-developed property.

The landlords have thankfully sold these buildings to Habitat. Beyond repair, they will be
torn down, and in their place Habitat will build houses that are not only affordable, but safe,
decent and beautiful, owned by the families that live in them. This is the heart of Habitat's
mission around the world - to eradicate substandard housing.

As we move ahead with our future projects, you will have the opportunity to sign up for a
"walk the dirt tour”. We hope you'll join us for the tour and will continue to join us in our
mission of building homes with families in need.
